How else can the  bed 

become corrupted and 

tainted?

 There is a sad 

joke circulating in the 

Christian community.  

So many single Chris-

tians want to get mar-

ried so they can have 

sex.  So they can have 

it legally, consis-

tently, and passion-

ately.  The joke is, 

outside of the legal 

part, many married 

Christians are wish-

ing for the same 

thing.   

 Sometimes I 

feel so sorry for single 

Christians who have 

literally convinced 

themselves that the 

reason why their lives 

are so empty and mis-

erable is because they 

are not having sex.  

Because they are 

alone and have no 

companionship.  And 

what is sadder still is 

that they will not lis-

ten to anyone who is 

married when they 

tell them that having 

sex does not necessar-

ily mean that  they 

will be a happy per-

son.

Something to Think About  
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Christian and otherwise who 

stood before God and man and 

vowed to “keep” each other 

only to themselves.  They 

made this vow in accordance to 

1 Corinthians 7:3-4, The hus-

band should not deprive his 

wife of sexual intimacy, which 

is her right as a married 

woman, nor should the wife 

deprive her husband.  The 

wife gives authority over her 

body to her husband, and the 

husband also gives authority 

over his body to his wife. 

Do Not Touch 

 What a powerful pas-

sage of scripture this is!  How-

ever, in many marriages it is 

anything but a reality.  With-

out much discussion, like a 

flashing neon sign, most of us 

have a “do not touch” sign on 

our body.  Do not touch be-

cause I am tired.  Do not touch 

because I am busy.  Do not 

touch because I am not inter-

ested.  Do not touch because it 

is too late.  Do not touch be-

cause it is too early.  Do not 

touch because I don’t like it. 

Do not touch because it is my 

body and you should respect 

that. 

 In looking at our text, I 

would imagine that we grieve 

the Holy Spirit deeply by not 

adhering to scripture as it per-

tains to sexual intimacy in 

marriage.  This  is not to say 

that there are not problems 

that can arise in marriage that 

will result in problems in the 

bedroom.  Just as there can be 

problems in the bedroom that 

can result to problems in the 

marriage. So I am not saying 

for you to “just do it” because 

the bible says so. Faking it is 

not fair to yourself or to your 

spouse. God intended for sex to 

be enjoyed by both. I am sug-

gesting that if these problems 

are not addressed and resolved 

so that sexual intimacy can 

return, then greater problems 

are inevitable.  Problems that 

can or will defile the bed.   

Stopping the Enemy 

 As we continue with 1 

Corinthians 7, let’s take a look 

at verse 5: So do not deprive 

each other  of sexual relations. 

The only exception to this rule 

would be the agreement of both 

husband and wife to refrain 

from sexual intimacy for a lim-

ited time, so they can give 

themselves more completely to 

prayer.  Afterward they should 

come together again so that  

Satan won’t be able to tempt 

them because of their lack of 

self-control. 

 Let me be the first to 

say that I believe that it is   

Satan who destroys marriages.  

It is God who holds them to-

gether.  However, neither God 

nor Satan can accomplish their 

goal without our participation.  

So this is the lesson that I 

think the Holy Spirit is teach-

ing us today: 

God ordained sexual inti-

macy for marriage only. 

My body belongs to my 

spouse/his body belongs to 

me. 

 My spouse and I need to be 

in agreement about how 

often we have sex and that 

it is understood that it is to 

satisfy our physical needs 

as well an fulfill our need 

for pleasure and enjoy-

ment. 

If there is a problem, take 

some time away from sex-

ual intimacy to pray about 

it, and then resume again. 

If we deprive each other of 

sexual intimacy beyond our 

agreement, we open the 

door for the enemy to come 

in with temptations (that 

have the potential to defile 

the bed and ultimately de-

stroy the marriage). 

 Wives (and husbands), 

if this is an issue that you are 

facing in your marriage, I en-

courage you to not ignore it.  

Talk about it with each other 

(and a counselor if necessary).  

Take it to God in prayer and 

allow Him to fix whatever is 

broken.  Remember, sex in 

marriage was God’s good idea.

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DIVORCE HAPPENS 

 Divorced: Dwelling in vic-

tory over real experiences daily.  It 

is more than a cliché.  It is more 

than a positive confession or fancy 

slogan.  No real believer in Jesus 

with a real understanding of how 

marriage relates to Christ and 

His church can ever be comfort-

able with the thought of having 

failed in this covenant relation-

ship. 

Yet with 51% of CHRISTIAN 

marriages ending in divorce, it is 

quite evident that the ability to 

move beyond this faith failure is 

both needed and necessary. One 

of the best ways to do so is to be-

come transparent.  Allow others 

to take a look at the areas where 

failure has reared its ugly head in 

the hopes that they will not open 

a similar door that leads to a simi-

lar destination. 

In this addition of WIVES, the 

focus is on sex.  “Sex” that very 

powerful three letter word, which 

is the cause of so much pain and 

pleasure, sin and satisfaction.  

This is one area that must be ad-

dressed because left untouched it 

will fester and spread dissention 

into every other area of your rela-

tionship. 

LOOKING BACK 

 Let’s go back to the begin-

ning.  You and “boo” at the altar.  

For better or worse, richer or 

poorer, in sickness and in health 

until…, you remember those 

vows.  In other words, from “you 

complete me” to “you constipate 

me”, from “big bank” to “no bank” 

from “bed ridden” to “bed bounc-

ing”, that’s YOUR sweet thing, 

honey love, sugar pie, etc. 

The thing is, he must KNOW you 

feel that way about him. The av-

erage man is not going to wear his 

feelings on his sleeve. (Mars & 

Venus). He is not going to spend 

the night talking about how a par-

ticular person, place or thing 

made him feel.  He will, however, 

let you in as far as he can, if he 

knows for sure that you won’t 

think him to be “less than” if he 

does.  If he can believe that if the 

latest Hollywood hunk showed up 

at the door “booty butt naked” 

you’d close the door in his face, 

then you go a long, long way in 

opening him up to you and you 

alone!  Then bed sessions will go 

from sensational sex to lasting 

love irrespective of the perform-

ance and as the years pass. It is 

the lasting that will prevail over 

the sensational.  Ask those in the 

49% who have been married for 

any real length of time. 

I can remember wanting to make 

love to/with my wife but often 

times just rolling over and going 

to sleep because she made no ef-

fort to act as though she wanted 

me as well.  Now if I reached over, 

she never denied me 

but there came a 

point when I needed 

her to reach as well.  

I remember saying 

to her, “Love ought 

to make you reach 

out sometimes!”  

That was so impor-

tant because having sex is rela-

tively easy.  Creating and main-

taining intimacy is what is diffi-

cult and that requires reciproca-

tion.  Each party must give as 

much as they get and that was 

not the case in our marriage. 

 

THE ISSUES 

 Now in all honesty, my 

wife was (is) a very shapely lady.  

She is a dancer and has the body 

that comes along with that.  I am 

overcoming a weight problem.  

She had an issue with that.  How-

ever, I had that problem on the 

day we got married and though I 

promised to address it, I did not, 

at least not in any lasting way.  I 

was unattractive to her and that 

made reaching out difficult.   

There were performance issues on 

my part, (I told you, transparent! 

I’m trying to help somebody!!) 

Nothing that the miracle of mod-

ern medicine could not address, 

but that added to the strain.  Both 

of those issues would have been 

far easier for me to address had I 

believed that she was really into 

me as her husband regardless of 

the challenges that I faced.  My 

challenges became, quite natu-

rally, her challenges but it seemed 

as though I was fighting them 

alone.  I needed her to accept me 

the way I was, with all the chal-

lenges.  I needed her to love me 

today with no guarantee that it 

would be any dif-

ferent tomorrow.  

Why?  Because it 

would have made 

me work so much 

harder to ensure 

that tomorrow 

WOULD be bet-

ter.  The ques-

tions would have been gnawing at 

the back of my mind, had I over-

come those challenges and then 

received the acceptance I needed, 

because a skinny me would have 

still been me!  Was it ME she

(divorce-proofing your marriage) 
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time and no time, he must KNOW 

that you believe in him and with 

him and that you two can truly 

put 10,000 to flight (Psalm 91). 

It requires honesty in its rawest 

and rarest form.  You know, 

Ephesians 4:15, speaking the 

truth in love. It requires coming 

out of comfort zones.  It requires 

being vulnerable enough to know 

that your good intention may not 

be received in that manner.  It 

means giving when you may want 

to receive and receiving when you 

may want to just be left alone!  It 

requires talking and listening and 

it requires the understanding that 

“Rome wasn’t built in a day!”  It 

may require you to become a de-

tective and look for the hidden 

clues that will lead you to the 

combination that allows your man 

to feel like you feel he is the king 

and you are proud to be his queen.  

It will take faith and it will take 

work. It will take practicing          

1 Corinthians 13 instead of just 

reading it. 

WHAT I’VE LEARNED 

My wife and I failed.  Our sex life 

was a microcosm of our married 

life. Missed opportunities, misun-

derstandings and muted cries of 

needs unmet.  The bedroom was 

cold because of the lack of warmth 

outside of it.  Neither of us could 

get past “me” to “we” and that 

road a.k.a. “Selfish Street” led to 

the end of our marriage. 

Now I am speaking in generali-

ties.  I know that there are issues/

circumstances that complicate 

matters.  They must be addressed 

through prayer and counseling in 

an honest and forthright manner. 

However, even they are more eas-

ily addressed when there is a 

knowing that you want one an-

other in the bed and out of it too. 

Some of you may, foolishly, be-

lieve that someone in my shoes 

has no business advising married 

couples.  That is one of the ene-

mies’ greatest deceptions.  If we 

broke it down, we’d soon realize 

that everyone would have to be 

quiet and wouldn’t he love that!? 

Let me put it this way, if a thief 

tells you it is wrong to steal, he 

may have a lot of nerve, but the 

advice is still good! Selah! 

Let me conclude with this.  The 

real word for married people, es-

pecially Christians, should not be 

sex.  It should be intimacy.  Sound 

it out phonetically.  IN- TA- MA-

SEE.  Your husband wants to 

know deep inside that his wife is 

in-ta-(me)-see.  So he can tell his 

boys, “see, my wife is in-ta-me! 

Let that be the case and there’ll 

be more than popcorn poppin’ at 

your house.

The point is that he needs to 

know that your love of, acceptance 

of and desire for him is not based 

on what he can or can’t do.  What 

he does or doesn’t make.  Whether 

he has a six pack or a keg or any 

one or more of the myriad of chal-

lenges we place on ourselves or 

are given to us by life itself.  He 

must know beyond a shadow of a 

doubt that you, as the neck that 

turns the head, are constantly 

pointing him to the best of who he 

is and believing and acting as 

though that were the case right 

now.  He must know that you are 

giving him your body because he 

already has your heart and soul.  

He must KNOW that!  Even if 

there are issues, struggles, ten-

sions, mood swings, teenagers, 

toddlers, babies, bosses, bills, em-
